the building of the vicarage), the vicarage heater
was replaced this month. Fortunately, there were
some funds (kept aside from previous years)
available for this work to be completed. It has
also been reported that there is a new leak in the
church roof which needs to be rectified as quickly
as possible before further damage.

The statement of accounts up to the end of
March 2020 were presented by the Treasurer and
received by Parish Council. March 2020 was the
final month before the restrictions were put in
place because of COVID-1g.

Not surprisingly, the income in April has reduced
drastically. The projected income for the
following months is also very likely to be
considerably reduced. The only income being
received are from the rental of the church carpark
and from those who had opted to put in their
stewardship, offerings and donations
electronically. Asthe churchis now closed, no
plate offerings, plate donations and hall hire
rental payments are being received.

While Parish Council continue to strongly
encourage all to change their giving to electronic
means, there is also recognition that some may
not wish to, for personal reasons. To facilitate
the receiving of these cash offerings, Parish
Council has agreed to lease a secure post office
box (on Menzies Avenue post office ) where
parishioners could place their offerings and/or
