Reflection from Bishop Paul Barker

“‘Stay safe’ has become a more common greeting
during the pandemic. Safety has become a high concern.
Indeed, significant parts of our society, for a long time,
have valued diminished risk and higher safety.
Governments are forever bringing in new laws to prevent
a repeat of a tragedy or accident. Lukianoff and Haidt
called this trend ‘safetyism’in a book entitled ‘The
Coddling of the American Mind’. | am not wanting to
pursue the politics of safetyism, but rather consider its

from ultimate evil, knowing God himself to be
our refuge, the fortress that will never fall. When
we lose the perspective of eternity, and forget
the risk of the incarnation, then we will fear
risk, pursue secular safetyism and fail to follow
Jesus.

Sir Humphrey ridiculed his Prime Minister
when he said, with irony, ‘very courageous, Prime
Minister’. He meant foolhardy. For Christians
following Jesus, courageous risk is never
foolhardy, for we are safe in him.”
