WHICH PERSPECTIVE? 
 

   Dad was brushing his teeth when his seven-

year-old daughter barged into the 

bathroom. “Aha,” she rebuked, “so you’re the 

one who keeps putting the cap back on 

the toothpaste!” From her perspective it was 

obviously a cardinal sin her father had 

committed by putting the cap on the 

toothpaste after using it. From her father’s 

perspective it would be nothing of the sort. 
 

   Sometimes the different perspectives on a 

subject is of little consequence, eg 

whether the cap is replaced or not on the 

toothpaste is far from an earth-shattering 

event. Yet in other situations, such as matters 

of social justice, the sanctity of life, 

the ethics of business etc. it does matter from 

which perspective you view things.  A 

simple case is seen in whether you take the 

American perspective or the Australian 

perspective as to the side of the road you 

should drive on. If you are in Australia and 

 

attempt to use the American perspective 

then disaster is just around the corner. 
 

   Unfortunately, not all situations are that 

easy.  What do we do when these more 

complex issues face us? We need to see 

them from God’s perspective. In the 

Bible we may not find the cut and dried 

answer to every question, but we will find 

the principles on which to find the correct 

perspective to whatever situation faces 

us.
